to learn on the job, instead of in the
classroom. You will be assessed on a
continuous basis, with some exams and
end point assessments. Apprenticeships
involve either day release to BCoT or

personal tutoring within your workplace.

Why do an apprenticeship?

Apprenticeships are an excellent way
of gaining recognised qualifications,
workplace experience and skills, while
earning a salary.

Apprenticeships start at Level 2 and go
right up to advanced Level 7, which is
the equivalent to a degree or advanced
professional qualification. Over 70
universities across the country currently
offer degree apprenticeships - a great
way to achieve a degree qualification
without the tuition fees!

Not only do apprentices earn a salary

and get paid holiday, they also have an
excellent opportunity to study further or
climb the rank in the workplace. There

is an increased earning potential too,

as apprentices enjoy marked salary
increases upon finishing their training and
those completing a higher apprenticeship
could see increased earnings of an
estimated £150,000 over their lifetime.*
